Minutes:

Mr. Guerrette opened the meeting by discussing that this meeting had been called to enable the TSS to address some outstanding issues.  These issues included the straw proposal for future RNS audits, the need for any tariff amendments for the Fitchburg spare parts order, the impact of elimination of TOUT charges on the RNS rate, and interpretive guidance for municipal utilities resulting from the RNS audit.

Straw Proposal for Future RNS Audits

Mr. Guerrette opened this discussion asking where the working group was currently at with regards to a straw proposal.  A draft of the straw proposal had been circulated to the TSS members for comment, which the working group was looking for any tweaks or edits to the philosophy.  It was decided in this discussion that the straw proposal would be circulated to the TSS prior to the August 31 meeting and it would become a discussion topic for that meeting.

Fitchburg Spare Parts Order

This topic was requested for update to the TC.  Previously, Mr. Guerrette thought that the Commission’s order on the Fitchburg spare parts issue was addressed and discussed by the TSS and then forwarded to the TC with recommendations.  The TSS also believed the spare parts issue had been addressed by the RC, with no definitive conclusion.   Ms. Pysh added that she believed if spare parts were needed to ensure system reliability, the PTF Catalog should be updated to show this equipment.  Mr. Myers added that the Commission in its order concluded that the NOATT did not explicitly prohibit or provide for the inclusion of spare parts in the development of the RNS rate.  The TSS members generally discussed that the current practice is not to include spare parts in revenue requirements.

1. Action Item:  Mr. Kirkpatrick will look at the TC and RC minutes to verify that these items were presented to these committees. 

TOUT Service Charge Elimination to NY

Mr. Guerrette introduced this item for discussion.  The TOUT service charge elimination to NY had been discussed at the TC, which one of its members had asked for an estimate of the RNS rate impact if all short-term TOUT revenue was eliminated from the Revenue Requirement determinations.  The total revenue from TOUT to NY was approximately $4.5M in 2003.  Mr. Guerrette discussed the general approach for performing this calculation and that the information would be presented to the TC at their next meeting.  No other action was taken at this time on recalculation of the RNS rates.  

Interpretive Guidance for Municipal Utilities

Mr. Guerrette brought up this topic to prime the discussion for a future TSS teleconference.  After  completion of the RNS Audit, and the associated interpretive guidance accepted as part of the audit, the TSS concluded  that tariff amendments may be necessary to memorialize such RNS audit guidance.     

Other Business

Ms. Pysh discussed the PP 4 procedure and it’s relation to the “Like-in-Kind” maintenance projects.  These projects do not go through a formalized process, such as the 18.4 process and may fall off the revenue requirements radar during the rate making process.

Action:  Ms. Pysh will bring a proposal to the TSS for the August 31, 2004 teleconference on PP 4.

Mr. Guerrette asked for an Open Items list to be maintained for future TSS Teleconferences.  That list is contained in the next section of these minutes.  As items are added to the list, they will be carried forward to the following TSS Teleconferences.  As items are addressed at TSS Teleconference and completed, they will fall off of the list.
