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ISO New England to Release New
Interface for Financial Assurance
Information in September

On September 10, 2008, ISO New England will release a new Financial
Assurance Management (FAM) user interface that allows customers to view their
financial assurance information. Currently, customer’s financial assurance information
is available through the “Credit Info” tab within the Customer and Asset Management
System (CAMS). While financial assurance calculations have not changed, the new
FAM user interface will provide customers with added functionality including the
provision of selectable data sets and enhanced printing options.

The new FAM user interface will provide the following new features:

Viewing and printing options for financial assurance information in Portable

Document Format (PDF) or Comma Separated Values (CSV) format

Viewing capabilities for historical financial assurance data sets

Viewing detailed Forward Capacity Market financial assurance requirements

ISO New England to Offer Second
Forward Capacity Market Proration
Submission Window

ISO New England is offering a second opportunity for Lead Market Participants
of resources that participated in the Forward Capacity Auction for the Capacity
Commitment Period beginning June 1, 2010, to make or modify their resource’s
proration election.

On Wednesday, September 10, 2008, at 00:01, a submission window will reopen for
five business days, closing on Tuesday, September 16, 2008, at 23:59. Proration elections
must be made through the Forward Capacity Tracking System (FCTS). Participants
who submitted proration elections during the initial submission window between
July 30, 2008 and August 5, 2008, need to do nothing if that proration election is their
final choice.

As a result of the second proration window, the Forward Capacity Auction Result
Market Information Server (MIS) report will be distributed no later than October 7, 2008.
The SP_FCARESULT MIS report will indicate a resource’s obligation and final proration
election choices for the June 1, 2010 to May 31, 2011 Capacity Commitment Period.

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Market Participants who currently view their company’s credit
information in CAMS will retain those same permissions in
FAM. The transition of permissions from CAMS to FAM will be
seamless. Similar to CAMS, the FAM user interface will be
accessed thru ISO New England’s Standard Market Design
(SMD) Applications Home Page.

After September 10, 2008, customers requiring initial access
to view credit information need to obtain the new Credit and
Financial Assurance Viewer Role from their company’s Security
Administrator. A new FAM User Guide has been posted on the
ISO Web site to explain the fundamentals of accessing and using
the new FAM interface. In addition to the role requirement,
customers need to obtain a Digital Certificate from ISO New
England. Details on applying for and downloading a Digital
Certificate can be found in the CAMS FAQs also posted
on the ISO Web site.

For Market Participants familiar with accessing their financial
assurance information via CAMS, a new 10-minute Web-based
training module, Introduction of the Financial Assurance
Management (FAM) User Interface, is available on the ISO Web
site. The module provides an explanation of the new FAM

functionality and contains a self assessment to aid in understanding
the FAM interface. Market Participants responsible for ensuring
their company’s compliance with ISO New England’s Financial
Assurance Policy are strongly encouraged to review this self-
advancing audio enhanced Web-based training module.

For new Market Participants or customers unfamiliar with
what has been available on the “Credit Info” tab in CAMS, the
ISO developed a second Web-based training module which will
be posted to the ISO Web site shortly after the implementation
day. Entitled Detailed Financial Assurance Management (FAM)
Training - User Interface, FTR & Virtual Requirements, the
training details the four main tabs of the FAM user interface and

provides general, summarized, and detailed credit related
information. The training concludes with details on
Virtual and Financial Transmission Rights
(FTR) financial requirements.
